Creative Photography

Whilst walking the Kepler Track I began to wonder about taking random, creative photos with my camera.  I’d seen on a German documentary which showed people tossing their camera in the air for pictures which gave weird and streaky results.  From this I got the idea of setting the self-timer on my camera and spinning the camera on my wrist by the strap.  

This pictuer folder contains 30 of my best shots using this technique.  In the process of getting these 30 shots I literally dumped a couple of hundred photos which were plane simply too messy or weird to keep.  This technique will create you a lot of junk photos, but occasioanally give you somethin you look at and say “Hmmmm… that’s kind of different… I like it!”

I hope you like at least one or two pictures in this folder.  If you wish to try some of your own photos like this the directions are below.  I’ve also got some other ideas to try out if you get the hang of these and find yourself enjoying the mess you create. Directions:

1) Loosely hang the wrist strap on your wrist and practice spinning it.  You may need to flip the strap so that the camera points where you want it to while spinning.

2) Set your camera to Self-Timer

3) Set the white balance

4) Turn off the flash (the flash seemed to ruin some good shots for me)

5) Point the camera in the general direction you want to take the photo

6) Press half way on the fire button to focus

7) Press all the way to start the timer countdown

8) Start spinning the camera on your wrist and point it in the direction you want to take the photo.

9) Cross your fingers!  

10) Repeat this process a couple of hundred times until something you like comes out.   (
